
July 10, 2023: The Broomfield Police Department continues to investigate a shots fired call

that occurred over the weekend in front of the “Jus’ Burritos” restaurant located on Hwy 287.

The incident occurred on Saturday around 12:30 pm. The suspect, 45-year-old Kenneth

Fairchild, was arrested and booked into the Broomfield Detention Center on several felony

charges. Fairchild is accused of firing one shot from a rifle at the restaurant. Thankfully no

injuries have been reported.
